RAPHAEL’S WARE: MAIOLICA ISTORIATO FROM POLISH COLLECTIONS
The first display in Poland to present Renaissance istoriato maiolica decorated with narrative scenes derived from the art of Raphael. The istoriato mailoica is among the most interesting phenomena in the history of European ceramics. Plates, bowls and jugs embellished with colourful, shiny enamel reveal profound inventiveness of the painters who created – in reference to the Biblical, Ovidian and Livian motives – objects synonymous with luxury and artistic perfection. Italian princes, nobility and aristocracy took pride in owning these works. In the 19th century istoriato maiolica became the object of desire of many collectors, including the Polish ones. The exhibition will be a unique occasion to see the priceless Renaissance maiolica from the collections of the National Museum in Warsaw and other Polish museums.
